What you can learn
By joining the Winter School, you are acquiring knowledge and skills for the dialogue
between science and practice and are improving your capabilities to understand and
analyze the foundations of your research as well as the societal implications of its re-
sults. Together with your peers you reflect on your own PhD project with respect to its
societal embedding, relevance, and consequences. The Winter School is an opportuni-
ty to get in touch with stakeholders from administration, policy, and the civil society
fostering the dialogue beyond the scientific community. 

Theoretical foundations and practical experiences
The Winter School provides insights into theoretical and methodological foundations
on the challenges of knowledge exchange and dialogue between science and prac-
tice. It offers media and knowledge management training for enhancing stakeholder
involvement. The Winter School participants together with stakeholders test con-
cepts to work towards better links between science and practice.

Who can apply?
The Winter School addresses primarily PhD students from environmental and natural
sciences, engineering, and social sciences working in the fields of sustainability and
sustainable development. 
The Winter School runs with a maximum of 25 participants. PhD students from the
ETH Domain will be given priority. PhD students in the above fields from outside the
ETH Domain are eligible to apply. The language of instruction is English. Stakeholder
workshops will be held partly in German. 

When and where?
The Winter School runs at the seminar location Probstei Wislikofen during two
block weeks. The first block week (January 7 – 10, 2013) is dedicated to lectures,
group work, exercises, and case studies. The second block week (February 4– 7,
2013) focuses on the implementation of dialogues and stakeholder meetings.
Coached group work supports the implementation preparations between the
two block weeks. 
The total time requirement is in the range of 120 hours, equivalent to 4 ECTS.

Costs
The participation fee is CHF 400 per participant. The fee covers the costs for the
two external block weeks (excluding travel expenses to the seminar location), 
organizational support as well as printed course documentation.
